In reference to the subject, your recent speech
on Cancer with the cap on “Cancer an Agnipariksha”
as carried by Economic Times on its issue of 7t
May, 2017 is no doubt soul stirring. | lost my father to
one such dreaded form of cancer. This had instantly
prompted me to commit and dedicate myself to do
whatever | can either on my personal strength or
through my organization to support, alleviate and/or
redress the sufferings of many millions of cancer
patients in our country. Accordingly, | feel, we both
are on the same page and | assure you for fulfilling my
commitment through my group of companies (BDR
group of companies).In the past few years, we have
introduced a number of cancer products which have
transformed the living conditions of the patients
both for reasons of easy and continuous availability
(accessibility) and “friendly” price tag (affordability).

| take immense pleasure to take this opportunity
of briefly introducing BDR Group, a Pharmaceutical
Chain headquartered in Mumbai with manufacturing
facilities in Surat, Vadodara and Surendranagar in Guijarat,
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Hyderabad in Telengana and in Dehradun in Himachal
Pradesh. Though BDR is a commercial organization, it
was born with the charitable and noble
philosophy of extending affordable healthcare to
the downtrodden and the economically weaker
sections of the society across the broad spectrum
of all therapeutic segments and more specifically, to
cancer afflicted patients. In essence by doing this, BDR
fulfills its social responsibility to this sec on of the
society. Cancer, as we all are well aware, has been the
scourge of an increasing number of populace all
over the world and this phenomenon has not le
India untouched. We in India also are witnessing
alarming increase of cancer incidence over the years.
Due to a number of dynamics, more importantly cost/
treatment factor, cancer detection at early stage and
its cure and treatment are practically out of reach of
patients in the low income brackets. It is here BDR
steps in with its avowed twin philosophy of
“accessibility & affordability” — translating in essence
to reach medicines at affordable costs to all afflicted
patients.

Over the years, BDR has played a vital role in
transforming the way pharmaceutical industry has been
functioning by effectively replacing “MNCs’ branded”
products with generic ones. Indian Pharma industry
and the patients both have benefited immensely in
terms of affordable cost and the reach due to its
“multi branding” marketing strategy in collaboration with
leading marketing companies in the country. Over a
dozen an cancer products have been introduced and
received overwhelming response both from the
industry and the citizenry.

Big pharma companies traditionally shy away (due to
their own compulsions) from taking on MINC’s, when
it comes to fighting on patent issues including for
essential and life-saving molecules in critical segments,
more importantly cancer ailments. On the other hand
BDR has always tried to take the bull by its horn
irrespective of its outcome or the financial
compulsions. Being a medium sized company and with
just over a decade presence in the industry, we have
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nevertheless, took it on our young shoulders to
defend, wherever possible, interests of Indian pharma
industry as a whole. While stating this, we firmly stand
by our responsibility and commitment of not infringing
valid patents at any point in me and focusing our
endeavors only on those products whose patents
are ceased to be existing, to support the patients.

Being traditionally a company respecting and
adhering to all local and international laws and doing
business within the frame of all applicable laws
including the Patents Act and the rules framed
there-under, we were le to rue our destiny in the
aftermath of a litany of forced patent infringement
suits instituted on us by MNCs. It was only with
ulterior intention and motive to hold us back from
making available cheaper and affordable generic
alternatives. While making this statement, we stand
steadfastly against MNCs efforts towards “ever greening”
granted patents by resorting to or maneuvering with
additional claims and filing fresh patent application(s)
near about expiry period of existing patents. Our stand
has been vindicated by Supreme Court’s recent order
while rejecting MNC’s appeal against Patent office’s
refusal to grant a patent to one such molecule
called Imatinib (Brand name : Gleevec of Novar s) in
the treatment of Chronic Myelogenous Leukemia (CMIL).

When we look at the past, we have  been
wrongly litigated by MNCs for alleged infringement
of their patent rights - more than 90% involving
products for treatment of cancer afflictions - and a few
of them are still in courts. While BDR fights an avalanche
of patent suits, one such infringement suit stands
unique and will be etched in memory for long me
for the brazen manner it was instituted. It is
important to shed more lights into the preceding
events to understand how MNCs work exhaustively
over me, spending huge resources to ensure that
generic players are entangled in prolonged court
proceedings in order to thwart generic players’ a
empts to introduce essential and lifesaving
products at much affordable prices are at limbo. This
sustains their monopolistic marketing strategy leaving
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the patients at the vulnerability of prohibitively
unaffordable cost coupled with uncertainty over
uninterrupted supplies. There is always lingering
question over continuous availability since most of the
MNCs do not “Make in India” post grant of the
Patents thereby being prejudicial to the public.
Not manufacturing a patented product in India,
extensively enforcing a granted patent without any
intention to manufacture in the country amounts to
“trolling”, which is universally recognized as an illegal
activity including by Supreme Court of USA. Hence,
the Government may revoke such patents in
public interest under section 66 of the Patent s
Act or adopt alternate measures as available
under the Patents Act, 1970.

The molecule we are specifically referring to is
Dasatinib Monohydrate, recommended in the
treatment of Chronic Myelogenous Leukaemia. The
Patent holder is Bristol-Myers Squibb (BMS) and their
product “Sprycel” costs the patients Rs.1,60,000 for a
month’s  treatment. Prior to their infringement
suit, we were in communication for over a year
with BMS for grant of a Voluntary License to
manufacture this product. True to the usual unholy
tradition of MNCs, it did not elicit the desired
results. Not wanting to waste further me, we
applied for a Compulsory License (CL) to the
Patent Controller’s Office, undertaking to
manufacture and distribute the product country
wide at comparatively much, much lower price of Rs.
11,000 for a month’s therapy vis- a-vis Rs. 1,60,000,
translating literally to around 7% of MN C's cost .
While our application was rejected by the Ld.
Controller General of Patents and Designs merely
on grounds of “our inadequate efforts to obtain a
Voluntary License - VL', he however unfortunately
did not give due appreciation for our efforts on
substantial price reduction. The Ld. Controller General of
Patents and Designs though had taken note of and put
in his Order BDR's technical capabilities to manufacture
and market the product in the country.

This is one such typical “watershed” instance where
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patented drugs in life saving segments play havoc and
have rampaging effect on the life of already stricken
and struggling patients by being out of reach of poor
patients and for not being easily available. How
do MNCs justify their universal and carpet price
structure for drugs fighting dreaded diseases like
cancers while India’s per capital income is far lower
when compared with that of developed countries.
Does this otherwise mean that MNCs do a mockery
of ailing poor man’s struggle in the third world and
developing countries by not being practical and
realistic and not adopting “friendly” price structure
with regard to ground realities?

It is during this interim period of our application
for a CL that BMS proceeded against us with a second
infringement suit, using it as a pressure tactics against us.
The point we try to bring on board is that MNCs resort
to every strategy, whether ethical or otherwise, to
circumvent and defeat generic competition/presence
for the patented molecules. In doing this, they have
unrestrained resources and are aided by advice from
leading legal luminaries hired paying prohibitive
professional fees.

Another critical cancer molecule, apart from
Dasatinib Monohydrate we were keen and
interested to support the patients was Sunitinib for
the treatment of Lever and Kidney (Renal) cancers.
The patent validity of Sunitinib is pending for the
third me before the Patent Office, Delhi. Sugen/
Pfizer’s Sunitinib costs the patients approx. Rs.2,66,000
for a month’s therapy whereas we are in a position
to reduce this price heavily @ Rs. 8,000 per month.
Unfortunately, as in the case of Dasatinib, our hands are
again tied down and could only watch helplessly
patients suffering with unaffordable prices and not
being sure about availability. To cite a specific past
instance - during 2013, against Delhi State Cancer
Institute (DSCI) tender, we were the lowest bidder
@ Rs.210 per tablet vis-a-vis Pfizer’s quoted price of
Rs. 8,700 per price, which works out to just 2.41% of
the branded price of Pfizer. For a government sponsored
Institute like DSCI  which runs on government
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support and subsidy, our reduced price was shot in
the arm for supply to their suffering patients. When
we regretted our inability to supply the products
due to our ongoing tussle with the inventor, DSCI
wrote a letter to The Drug Controller General of
India (DCGI), requesting them to use their good
office to ensure our Company (BDR) is allowed to
support them with the supply.

The overall cancer incidence in India was placed
at approximately 1014934 cases in 2012 representing
all forms of cancer which is projected to grow to
1790498 hy the year 2017 with a projected mortality
ranging from 0.1% to 12.7% depending on the type
of cancer and the stage it has progressed to. This is
the WHO projection Sir, you have been proudly
conceiving the prospect of 125 crore healthy Indians
as being India’s natural and inherent strength in
your addresses to Indian and global/ Indian diasporas.
However, since cancer is spreading like an epidemic, we
have an alarming situation on hand to tackle it
with focus on early/accurate diagnosis and
management through subsidized and affordable
treatment and medicines.

Towards assuming this additional responsibility, we
have embarked on a novel strategy which is envisioned
as a public — private partnership between our
company and the State Governments. We propose
to submit our blue print of such a novel partnership
to the

State Government of Maharashtra followed by
it to Hon'ble Chief Ministers of Gujarat and Uttar
Pradesh, wherein broad scopes and responsibilities to be
shared and undertaken by the stake holders are well
documented.

Once implemented, the scheme will no doubt
benefit vast majority of the patients not only limited
to big urban Centers like Mumbai, Pune, Sholapur
in Maharashtra and Ahmedabad, Vadodara in Guijarat
but will equally give access to patients in small
towns and district quarters by virtue of the broader
scope of the scheme being extended to such
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smaller towns and cities.

The most essential and outstanding strength  of
our business model is identifying and
commercializing new molecules while also focusing
on those molecules which have exited from the
patent regime. In this exercise, we apply the “novel
engineering” strategy to introduce products that
are far cheaper than the competitors and are
available easily. This is possible by controlling all the
input costs and by better me management, since we
have “in house” facilities for manufacturing Active
Pharmaceutical Ingredients (APIs) as well as
finished formulations within our Group. We are
pleased to state that our R&D Centers are approved
by Department of Scientific & Industrial Research
(DSIR), Govt. of India. We are inherently and strongly
capable to improve pharmaceutical technologies
employing a pool of versa le scientists, chemists,
pharmacists and process engineers. One of the most
crucial parts for controlling and reducing the cost
of a medicine is to have the expertise to manufacture
its Active Pharmaceutical Ingredient (API). It needs
improving the chemistry of the process as well as
developing the art of quality manufacturing. BDR has
been able to do so for several of its key an -cancer
products with carefully designed scientific approach and
supportive management.

It is a matter of fact that MNCs do not
ordinarily or as a matter of routine grant Voluntary
License (VL) on patented drugs to generic applicants
in India. The case in point is our experience with
BMS for grant of VL for Dasatinib Monohydrate.
Though we pursued relentlessly with them for
over a year, un | today VL negotiations are being
kept open-ended on frivolous objections, thereby
intentionally dragging on the issue without a conclusion.
Thus faced with dual uncertainty on the fronts
of VL Grant as well as on prolonged litigation, we
explored other lawful means and avenues wherein
we could introduce generic versions of high-end
lifesaving drugs unchallenged and within the confines
of all norms and laws. Accordingly, we have started
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targeting those molecules that have gone off
patent either recently or in the immediate past, but
still enjoy market relevance. In the last 4-5 years, we
have identified and launched generic versions that
have gone off patent with remarkable and
overwhelming response both from industry and
the end users. Overwhelming because it has generated
good amount of revenue for us while for the
patients prices fit into their thin pockets and
through the nationwide networking of our
marketing partners (using multi branding strategy), we
optimized country wide reach thus ensuring no scarcity
at any time.

Sir, we are presenting to you in the enclosed Excel
Sheet titled “Advantages of Generic Vs. Branded versions”
a synopsis /comparative chart on price and availability
comforts patients now enjoy on those molecules
that are free from patent regime. This substantiates
our claim on the dual advantages patients now
derive in comparison with Patentees’ branded
versions during patent regime.

These statistics/data amplifies two facts - - - ( 1)
There was a huge gap between supply versus demand
position which was artificially created by the Patentee
(s) due to their monopolistic hold on the patented
product (s) when the product (s) was/were under
patent which has since been substantially bridged by us
after introduction of generic version (s) post patent
expiry and (2) Substantial price advantage to the
patients ( average 90%) .

Next in our pipeline and ready to be launched
is an important an cancer product called
Enzalutamide 40 mg tab for the treatment of
Prostate Cancer with a prevalence of close to
100,000 cases in India. The product is ready for
the launch with all development preparedness
complete and awaiting only permission from DCGI.
We would like to take you through a brief sneak
preview of the journey of this very important molecule:

@ Developed by Regents of the University of
California;

VRN AN R
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Substantial amount was provided through “grants”
involved in the study by Cancer Institute at
National Institutes of Health and the US and
Army Prostate Cancer Research Program;

Once patent was granted (Xtandi is the brand
name) University of California licensed it to
Medivation (US based Biopharmaceutical Company).
Medivation entered into collaboration with
Astellas Pharma (A Japanese Pharma Company.)

In India, University of California’s patent

application was rejected by Patent Office, New
Delhi on the grounds of lack of invention

and novelty:

Patent Applicant subsequently moved Delhi
High Court through Writ Petition against PC’s
Order, citing alleged lack of quorum at IPAB,
whereas due process under law was to file an
Appeal with IPAB (Intellectual Property
Appellate Board)

BDR being a Respondent, objected to the Writ
since Appeal to IPAB is the only remedy to
the Patent Applicant and pleaded to the court
to direct DIPP/Union of India to fill up the
post of Chairman /IPAB and Technical Member
expeditiously. On court’s order, counsel for
DIPP undertook to fill up the posts within 30 days
from the date of hearing, i.e. 2% May, 2017 and
the matter is sub-judice now, with next hearing
adjourned to 20.7.2017.

Meantime, Union for Affordable Cancer Treatment
(UACT) made a representation to the Board of
Regents of the University of California through its
letter dated May 24, 2017 appealing it to
withdraw its efforts to obtain a patent on
the prostate cancer drug Enzalutamide (brand
name Xtandi) in India. The said letter, which is
self-explanatory puts forth various reasons and
grounds to withdraw its efforts for grant of
Patent in India.

In view of unsettling scenario highlighted above,
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the broader question strikes us keeping in mind larger
interests of the suffering patients and the plethora
of uncertainties and hardships faced by them -
does the government have any role to
alleviate or atleast minimize the sufferings of the
struggling  patients? In our humble opinion, the
Government can certainly  intervene invoking
either of the following 3 provisions in the
Patent s Act :

1. By invoking Sec on 66 under Patents Act 1970
—- Revocation of Patent in public interest: Where
the Central Government is of opinion that a patent
or the mode in which it is exercised is mischievous
to the State or generally prejudicial to the public, it
may, after giving the patentee an opportunity to
be heard, make a declaration to that effect in the
official Gaze e and thereupon the patent shall be
deemed to be revoked.

2. By invoking Sec on 84 under Patents Act 1970
for Compulsory Licence —- (1) At any me after the
expiration of three years from the date of the [grant]of
the patent, any person interested may make an
application to the Controller for grant of
compulsory licence on patent on any of the following
grounds namely:

a) that the reasonable requirements for the public
with respect to the patented invention have not been
satisfied, or

b) that the patented invention is not available
to the public at a reasonably affordable price, or

c) that the patented invention is not worked in the
territory of India.

3. By invoking Sec on 92 under Patents Act 1970
for Compulsory License: Special provision for
compulsory licenses on notifications by Central
Government.—(1) If the Central Government is satisfied,
in respect of any patent in force in circumstances
of national emergency or in circumstances of
extreme urgency or in case of public non-
commercial use, that it is necessary that compulsory
licenses should be granted at any time after the sealing
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thereof to work the invention, it may make a
declaration to that effect, by notification in the
Official Gaze e, and thereupon the following provisions
shall have effect, that is to say—

(i) the Controller shall on application made at any
me after the notification by any person interested,
grant to the applicant a license under the patent
on such terms and conditions as he thinks fit;

(ii) in settling the terms and conditions of a license
granted under this sec on, the Controller shall
endeavor to secure that the articles manufactured
under the patent shall be available to the public
at the lowest prices consistent with the patentees
deriving a reasonable advantage from their patent
rights.

Respected Prime Minister, you are being credited
with farsightedness and acclaimed as a visionary. We are
aware that you have on a number of occasions
personally intervened to speed up or activate issues
of public interest which otherwise have remained
dormant for a long time.

Sir, you enjoy an impeccably clean image and a
strong reputation for being a proactive PM without
waiting for things to move on their own and for
fast tracking issues of public interest in your own
immaculate ways.

Similarly Sir, shall we look upto you for your guidance
and advice to the pharma industry in general and
more specifically for your personal intervention to
facilitate legislative means as provided for under
the Patents Act (highlighted above) to usher in a
new era where patented lifesaving drugs will find
a way to the millions of suffering fellow
countrymen with ease and at an affordable cost.

Finally, Sir, we have immense faith in you and we
are sure you will treat this letter with utmost
urgency and accordingly give it the attention it
deserves.
